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Literature Review on Ethnic Conflicts in Asia-Pacific, 2002-2007
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Abstract:

Violence in the Southern border provinces of Thailand has re-emerged and
unceasingly increased since the begining of 2004. Similar occurrences of deadly
ethnic-based conflicts can be found in countries across Asia-Pacific. The survey of
112 articles and book reviews on ethnic-based conflicts in Asia-Pacific published in 23
international academic journals reveal though these cases differ in details, they share
certain commonalities of political, social and historical structures. Therefore, lessons can
be drawn from these cases regarding the analysis on causes of conflict and
recommendations to bring about peaceful solutions for the ongoing violent conflict in
Thailand's southern provinces.
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
